Identity theft is a growing problem in Idaho.  In 2010, the Consumer Sentinel Network (a database of consumer complaints available to law enforcement) received 729 identity theft reports from Idaho. This number was double the 361 Idaho identity theft complaints filed with the Federal Trade Commission in 2002.  

This seminar is a project of the Idaho Coalition Against Identity Theft, which was formed in December of 2011 thanks to a National Identity Theft Victims Assistance Networks Project grants. The Coalition’s goal is to provide a coordinated community response to better assist victims of identity theft in Idaho. 
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
