THE SECOND TIP IS TO CONSIDER ROTATING YOUR PASSWORD EVER COUPLE OF MONTHS SO THAT THEIVES DO NOT HAVE THE OPPORTUNITY TO DECODE YOUR PASSWORD.  ALSO HAVE DIFFERENT PASSWORDS FOR DIFFERENT ACCOUNTS.  DO NOT DUPLICATE YOUR PASSWORDS.
