Through collaborative activities, 
different types of agencies, organizations, and systems can work together to better serve 
crime victims with disabilities.

 Learn to work with victims to overcome situational, personal, and complex 
communication challenges, including interacting with service animals.

  Foster multidisciplinary collaboration.

APPLY EARLY.  
Request a training at least 90 days prior to the event date.

LET PEOPLE KNOW.  
Conduct outreach to local and regional partners to participate in the training. Enroll up 
to 40 participants, but there must be a minimum of 30 participants at the training. 

FIND A PLACE TO HOLD THE TRAINING.  
Secure a training facility and cover facility costs (including audio-visual equipment).
